Sussex Police contacted us for urgent help.

RET officers attended the address and swiftly
recovered all the stolen property. One male
has been arrested and enquiries are ongoing.

Sussex officers came to Essex the same day
and collected the items before returning them
to their relieved owner within hours of asking
for our help.
