The team have continued to deliver upskill
training to Community Policing Teams across
Essex.

RET RESCUE SEAL

The team were on foot patrol on Frinton sea front
when they were alerted to a seal pup in distress
on the beach.

The three week old seal had become separated
from its mother and had washed ashore on the
busy Frinton beach where it was vulnerable to
attack by dogs.

The seal pup was still reliant on milk from its
mother and didn’t yet have the ability to swim
properly.

The team called out British Divers Marine Life
Rescue. The seal was safely captured and taken to
the Essex Wildlife Hospital for checks.

DRINK DRIVE FOCUS

Throughout the year we carry out speeding
checks and engage with schools and community
groups.

RET have continued to target hare coursers
across the county.

RET joined forces with Braintree Community
Policing Team to target hare coursers and In Uttlesford, 2 suspected coursers were
deter offences. stopped by the team and issued with

Community Protection Warnings.

So far this season 22 suspected coursers have
been caught by the team.

After receiving training and knowledge from
RET on how to deal with hare coursers and the
signs of hunting with dogs, the team crewed
up with local officers to go on patrol.

The operation was a success as no hare
coursing incidents were reported.

High visibility patrols in rural area’s, coupled
with intelligence has helped us reduce hare
coursing dramatically in the past 5 years.
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The team have seized two vehicles in
December used by coursers to travel in Essex.
